Jesus gives a prescription for the Contents of PRAYER – 

- It is not intended to be a prayer.


- After this manner pray, In this pattern, In this way........You Pray. 

 Six Basic Propositions for Prayer

1. Worship Him to properly align yourself with Him.

'Our Father in heaven, hallowed be your name,
-The problem is we think we are the center of the universe and we are not.  God Is.  

-When we open our time in the morning with prayer we position ourselves under His Lordship, under His Kingship, under Him as the King and Lord of our lives.

-We are properly aligning ourselves to God.

2. Declare the kingdom, the rule of God in the various spheres of your life.

10your kingdom come, your will be done on earth as it is in heaven.
3. Ask God for daily provision in your life.

11Give us today our daily bread. 

-Every single day talk to God about your needs: $ & financial pressures.

-He says, “Come to me first.  Talk to me about your pressures/stress.”

4. Repent of your sins and purpose to forgive others.

12Forgive us our debts, as we also have forgiven our debtors.
5. Spiritual Warfare – refer your conflict to God

13And lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from the evil one.[a]'
-He is then telling us, ‘You know, you are engaged in spiritual warfare.’

-But be delivering us.  That is what is actually said.  It is a process.  

-“Be delivering us…from the evil one.  Be in the process of fighting my battles for me, of protecting me, of going before me, of taking care of me and my loved ones.”
6. Declare your allegiance to God as an agent of His kingdom.  

“For Yours is the kingdom and the power and the glory forever. Amen.”
-“Lord, as I go out today I am yours.  It is your kingdom and I am your agent.  Use me to spread it all over the planet.”

Will Focus in on #2. Declare the kingdom, the rule of God in the spheres of your life.  

10your kingdom come, your will be done on earth as it is in heaven.
Was more like, ‘Come your, come your will, on earth as it is in heaven.’

It was not in a command sense but a declaration.  
It was a powerful militant declaration that things must change.

Some have said, we are in the feminization of Christianity.  We have neglected the masculine side of Christianity.  Prayer is one such element.

Feminine side of Prayer: ex. Intimacy

Masculine side of Prayer:  ex. Declaration, Spiritual Warfare

Prayer is the mind of God that is inserted into the confusion that is life as we know it.  It is a demand that things on earth align with the way things are done in heaven.

Nobody is going to rule in my life but Jesus.  


“Come thy kingdom, your will be done in my home as it is in heaven.”


“Come thy kingdom, your will be done in my buisness as it is in heaven.”

 “Come thy kingdom, your will be done in my school as it is in heaven.”



“Nobody but Jesus is going to rule in this situation.”


That is prayer.  The truth is that most people whine and call it prayer.

Ex. Difference of a lady feeling sorry for herself in prayer about her husband verses the same lady shaping who her husband is and will become with true prayer as Jesus taught it.  One is whining and the other is prayer.

3 Components of Powerful Prayers:

1. Shotgun or .30-06 Mode –
Shotgun – blast of pellets broad & wide at close distance w/lack of effectiveness at long range.  

.30-06 – hunting rifle w/1 very fast bullet with a very specific and very accurate trajectory toward 1 target.  

Shotgun prayers can not be answered w/specificity because they are not specific.  “Lord, bless me.” 

.30-06 prayers are focused, aimed, specific, and targeted.

2. Pray with authority.  Exercise authority, release it.
Story of kid throwing fit at Wal-Mart.  Every once in a while you have to stop and ask yourself, ‘who is in charge here?’  God has made the dad & mom to be in charge.  But they have to use the authority they have been given as a parent.

Example of a kid in his 4th grade Sunday School class – exercising authority over his defiance.  Oh heck no he was not going to tell me where he was not going to sit.  Never had another problem with him.  

God has given us authority and it is up to us to use it.  


Matthew 28:18 (ESV)

18And Jesus came and said to them, "All authority in heaven and on earth has been given to me.

Okay, Jesus has been given authority but what has he done with it?


Luke 10:19 (ESV)

Behold, I have given you authority to tread on serpents and scorpions, and over all the power of the enemy, and nothing shall hurt you.

It sounds too good to be true but Jesus Christ’s gave you the tool of authority.  He expects us to exercise authority through prayer.  

We have to stop whining, stop being general, start being specific and begin exercising that authority God has given you.  

3. Learn to activate the two-way communication component.  (like a switch, turn it on.)

Fellowship with God is two-way communication.  Not as in with a statue.  It is living, give and take relationship.  

You have to learn it.  Learn to pause, learn to listen, learn to let Him speak to you.  

God is the only one looking in and he wants to connect with you.  

Follow-through with what you hear from God.  Activate that two-way component.  Like a switch you need to turn it on.  

John 10:3 (ESV)

The sheep hear his voice, and he calls his own sheep by name and leads them out.
He does that through the agency of the Holy Spirit, God the Father putting his arm around you, God the Son-Jesus Christ at His right hand and the Holy Spirit walking you through your day and guiding you through life.  

It is a process God intended from the very beginning.  

I am telling you the 1st Action of the Kingdom of God is Prayer.  

It is the power to change your personal life is in your hands.  The power to impact the lives around you is in your hands.  It is a weapon of unimaginable power and effectiveness.  It is prayer and it is at your disposal.
