Lesson- Easter
Materials-

Memory Verse- Matthew 28:6a
“He is not here; he has risen, just as said!”
Last Week’s Memory Verse (5 minutes)- Luke 2:11
Today in the town of David a Savior has been born to you. He is Christ the Lord.
As students enter the classroom ask if they know their memory verse from last week. If they can recite it to you, allow the student to pick a prize from the treasure box. Then, have the students put their prizes in the paper pockets outside the classroom. They can pick them up after class.
Today you will be taking your students through 4 different stations. Each station will take about 10 minutes. Your class will make a craft, hear a story, have a snack and play a game. Below are the instructions to each activity.

Craft (10 minutes)- “Everything is Made a New” Bunnies
Supplies: Spoon or funnel, Dried lentils, Child's sock, Rubber band, Ribbon, Scissors, White pom-pom or cotton ball, Tacky glue

1. To make your own bunny beanbag, use a spoon or a funnel to add dried lentils to a child's sock, filling it up just past the heel. Close the sock with a tightly looped rubber band.

2. To create the head and neck, tie a ribbon around the sock just below the heel.

3. Use scissors to cut the sock's cuff into two ears, rounding the edges to give them the right shape.

4. Use a marker to make the eyes, nose and mouth. Attach the facial features and a white pom-pom or cotton ball tail with tacky glue

The Story (10 minutes)- Resurrection Eggs 

Supplies: Resurrection Eggs Kit
Have the children sit in a circle. As you work through the eggs pick different students to open the eggs. Read the scripture that goes with each egg and pass the object, from inside the egg, around the circle. Return the objects to the eggs and put back in the correct order in the egg carton for the next class.
Snack (10 Minutes) Sugar Cookies
Supplies: Sugar Cookies (1 per child), frosting, sprinkles, Juice, cups, napkins, plastic knives, Veggie Tales movie
Give each child a sugar cookie on a napkin. Allow the child to decorate the cookie however they choose. Once they are finished they can have their cookie and some juice.
Game (10 Minutes)- In the Tomb, Out of the Tomb
Supplies: masking tape
Have the children line up in a straight line facing the leader on the right side of the line. The right side of the line is "In the Tomb" and the left side of the line is "Out of the Tomb." The leader yells either "In the tomb," or "Out of the tomb.” Upon hearing the command, the children jump from one side to the other. If the children jump in the wrong direction or don't jump to the other side when it's a valid command they are out of the game. The last player still in wins the game. The leader will try and get the players to jump incorrectly by pointing to one side as they yell to jump to the opposite side or by repeating the same side and/or changing the pace. 
Closing (5 minutes)- 
Supplies: none
Take your students back to your classroom once they have worked through all 4 stations. Make sure every child has their bunny craft.
