Week 10 (2-3 year olds)

January 29, 2012
Lesson- The King Who had it All
Materials-


· The Story for Little Ones
· Treasure Box
· 100 Sing Along Songs for Kids DVD
· Play Dough
· construction paper
· tape
· crayons
· stickers
· sticker stones
· crown template
· “Parent’s Page” hand-out
Bible Point- God made Solomon a wise leader. God can make me wise, too.
Memory Verse- Proverbs 3:7b
“Have respect for the Lord.” 
Last Week’s Memory Verse- Psalm 51:2b
“(God) Make me pure from my sin.”
As students enter the classroom ask if they know their memory verse from last week. If they can recite it to you, allow the student to pick a prize from the treasure box. Place their prize in the child’s paper pocket hanging outside the door.
Worship (10 minutes) 

Supplies- TV, 100 Sing Along Songs for Kids DVD, Blocks and Sticks


Hand out blocks and sticks. Pick 4 songs to sing together as a class from the DVD. Help lead kids in doing the signs in the songs. After the songs have the kids put away their musical instruments. 

Come Together (10 minutes) 

Supplies: play dough

Have children sit at the table. Give each a lump of play dough to make a house.

 As children create houses, ask them about their homes.

• What do you like most about your bedroom?

• What is your favorite room in your home? What makes it your favorite?

After children have completed their homes, place all of them near each other in the center of the table so the homes resemble a city. It’s fine if some of the homes look like lumps of clay. 

Say, In Bible times, many people had homes. One king, Solomon, built a fancy house, called a temple, for God. The Temple pleased God. It was an amazing gift that Solomon gave to God. Today we’re going to hear about an amazing gift that God gave to Solomon.
The Story (5-10 minutes)- Wise King Solomon
Supplies: The Story for Little Ones

Read pages 62-65 (Wise King Solomon) from The Story for Little Ones








After the Bible story, ask:

• How did Solomon show God that he loved God? (Solomon showed God his love by obeying God’s rules.)

• What did God give Solomon? (God gave Solomon wisdom, understanding, and riches.)

Say, God made Solomon a wise leader. God can make me wise, too. Have children repeat the Bible point with you.

Say, We can ask God for wisdom like Solomon. Let’s ask God together for his wisdom. 
Pray with your students.
Playtime (15 Minutes)

Line the children up and walk them over to the Play Room (the classroom attached to the nursery.) Please stay in the room with the children. Now is a good time to take the children on bathroom breaks. 

*Only use the main bathrooms for MHCC Kids. Do NOT us the small bathroom near the nursery. Make sure to prop the main bathroom doors open while in use. If a child has an accident, radio the child’s parent. 

Snack- (5-7 Minutes)


You will find snacks in the cupboards above the sink. First sanitize the children’s hands with the hand sanitizer. If you use the bowls in the cupboard, please wash them out afterwards. Use the wet wipes to clean up the children’s face and hands.
Explore More (10 Minutes) Wise Solomon’s Crown
Supplies: construction paper, tape, crayons, stickers, sticker stones, crown template

1. For this age, it works best if you cut out the templates ahead of time and allow students to decorate.

2. Pass out crayons, stickers, sticker stones and let students decorate their crowns how they wish.
3. As the students are decorating walk around and write the memory verse for today on the front of the crowns. Have each child repeat the memory verse with you. (“Have respect for the Lord.” Proverbs 3:7)
4. When students are done decorating, help them tape together the two ends to make a circle the size of their head.
Game (10 Minutes)- Solomon Says
Supplies: None
Played just like Simon Says only say “Solomon Says” instead.

Here are some examples of what "Solomon" can say. 

Solomon says that...
   1) Everyone should sit down
   2) Everyone claps
   3) Boys stick out their tongues
   4) Girls raise their hands
   5) Everyone skips with one foot
   6) Everyone dances
   7) Girls stomp their feet
   8) Boys hop on one foot
   9) Everyone runs in place
   10) Everyone laughs out loud
   11) Nobody stands on two feet 

After calling out five or so commands, choose another child to become "Solomon."
