Week 11 (2-3 year olds)

April 22, 2012
Lesson- Jesus’ Ministry Begins
Materials-


· The Story for Little Ones
· Treasure Box
· 100 Sing Along Songs for Kids DVD
· 20 sheets of construction paper
· Crayons
· Masking tape
· “Jesus is Baptized” coloring sheet
· “Parent’s Page” hand-out
Bible Point- Jesus shows people the power of God. I can look for God’s power in my    life.
Memory Verse- Matthew 4:24b
“Jesus healed all of them.”
Last Week’s Memory Verse- Matthew 28:6a
“He is not here; he has risen!”
As students enter the classroom ask if they know their memory verse from last week. If they can recite it to you, allow the student to pick a prize from the treasure box. Place their prize in the child’s paper pocket hanging outside the door.
Worship (10 minutes) 

Supplies- TV, 100 Sing Along Songs for Kids DVD, Blocks and Sticks


Hand out blocks and sticks. Pick 4 songs to sing together as a class from the DVD. Help lead kids in doing the signs in the songs. After the songs have the kids put away their musical instruments. 

Come Together (10 minutes) 

Supplies: construction paper, crayons

Give each child a folded sheet of construction paper so it looks like a book. On the front of each book, help the child write his or her name. As you help each child, they can open their books and draw a picture of their family. When the books are completed say, You have made a book about you. Ask a few children to “read” their books to the class. It’s amazing that no book is the same. Today’s Bible story is about Jesus’ life. His story is like no one else’s.
The Story (5-10 minutes)- The Power of God
Supplies: The Story for Little Ones
Read pages 106-109 (The Power of God) from The Story for Little Ones.








After the Bible story, ask:

• Who baptized Jesus? (John the Baptist)

• Who showed God’s power to many people? (Jesus)

Say, Jesus shows people the power of God. I can look for God’s power in my life. Have children repeat the Bible Point with you.
Say, Let’s ask Jesus to show us God’s power in our lives. Pray with your students.
Playtime (15 Minutes)

Line the children up and walk them over to the Play Room (the classroom attached to the nursery.) Please stay in the room with the children. Now is a good time to take the children on bathroom breaks. 

*Only use the main bathrooms for MHCC Kids. Do NOT us the small bathroom near the nursery. Make sure to prop the main bathroom doors open while in use. If a child has an accident, radio the child’s parent. 

Snack- (5-7 Minutes)


You will find snacks in the cupboards above the sink. First sanitize the children’s hands with the hand sanitizer. If you use the bowls in the cupboard, please wash them out afterwards. Use the wet wipes to clean up the children’s face and hands.
Explore More (10 Minutes) Go to the Jordon River
Supplies: masking tape
Take masking tape about twelve feet long and two feet apart. The space between the lines will represent the Jordan River. Have all the children stand on one side of the river. You will all sing, "Let's Go to the Jordan River" shown below, and then all jump across (without running) to the other side of the river. Anyone who cannot jump clearly across is considered in the river. Tell them, "You found the river, come out and dry off." Then have them return to their seat. Next, move one line about a foot further away from the other line. Sing and jump again. Repeat this making the river wider and wider until all the children cannot jump across.

Song: 

Let's go to the Jordan River,
Let's go to the Jordan River,
Let's go to the Jordan River,
To look for John the Baptist.

Jump!

Bible Verse (10 Minutes)
Supplies: “Jesus is Baptized” coloring sheet, crayons
Hand out the coloring pages and crayons. Read the scripture verse out loud and have the children repeat after you several times. After they are finished coloring in their sheets place the coloring paged in the paper pockets outside the door.










Extra Time….

Pull out toys from the cupboards above the sink, put on a video or take the kiddos to the playroom again.
