Week 12 (2-3 year olds)

Lesson- No Ordinary Man 
Materials-

Objective- Jesus teaches his friends and the crowds. I can learn from God.
Memory Verse- John 6:69
“We believe and know that you are the Holy One of God.”
Last Week’s Memory Verse- Matthew 4:24b
“Jesus healed all of them.”

As students enter the classroom ask if they know their memory verse from last week. If they can recite it to you, allow the student to pick a prize from the treasure box. Place their prize in the child’s paper pocket hanging outside the door.
Worship (10 minutes) 
Supplies- TV, 100 Sing Along Songs for Kids DVD, Blocks and Sticks


Hand out blocks and sticks. Pick 4 songs to sing together as a class from the DVD. Help lead kids in doing the signs in the songs. After the songs have the kids put away their musical instruments.
Come Together (5-10 minutes)
Supplies: none 

Have children sit on the floor in two rows, as if they are all in a boat together. Let’s pretend we’re in a boat. Have students pretend to row their boat. Pretend there are people in other boats. Wave to them. Have children wave. Oh no, a storm is coming. The wind is blowing. Have children sway as if blown by the wind. Oh no, the waves are coming in our boat. Have children bail out water with their hands. And there’s thunder and lightning. Have children cover their ears. Oh no, it’s raining so hard that it looks like we might sink. Have children bail quicker. 

Then have children return to their seats and ask:
• What would be scary about a storm like that?

• What can you do to make the weather stop?

Say, Jesus and his disciples went out onto a lake, and they were caught in a storm. The disciples thought they were going to die. They begged Jesus to help them. They couldn’t do anything to stop the weather, but Jesus could. He told the storm to stop, and it did. Let’s listen to today’s Bible story and learn how Jesus wanted to teach his friends and other people, including us, the many things he knew how to do.
The Story (5-10 minutes)- Jesus, the Teacher
Supplies: The Story for Little Ones, 
Say: When you go to school, you have a teacher. A teacher tries to explain things to you. Jesus was a teacher, too. He made his lessons fun. He used stories to teach people. People understood his stories. Let’s listen to a few of his stories.
        
Read from the The Story for Little Ones pgs.110-113 (Jesus, the Teacher) aloud.
After the Bible story, ask these two questions:

• What happened to the man walking down the road? (Robbers hit him and stole everything he had.) 

• Who is a neighbor? (Each one of us)

Say, Jesus teaches his friends and the crowds. I can learn from God. Have children repeat the Bible Point with you.
Say, Let’s ask God to teach us his ways. Pray with your students
Playtime (15 Minutes)

Line the children up and walk them over to the Play Room (the classroom attached to the nursery.) Please stay in the room with the children. Now is a good time to take the children on bathroom breaks. 

*Only use the main bathrooms for MHCC Kids. Do NOT us the small bathroom near the nursery. Make sure to prop the main bathroom doors open while in use. If a child has an accident, radio the child’s parent. 

Snack- 


You will find snacks in the cupboards above the sink. First sanitize the children’s hands with the hand sanitizer. If you use the bowls in the cupboard, please wash them out afterwards. Use the wet wipes to clean up the children’s face and hands.
Explore More (20 Minutes) Are You My Neighbor? 
Supplies: Veggie Tales “Are You My Neighbor?” DVD
Show the video to the children.
Memory Verse (10 Minutes)
Supplies: “The Good Samaritan” coloring sheet, Crayons


Give kids each a copy of “The Good Samaritain” coloring sheets and crayons. Read the instructions out loud and then allow kids to color in the pictures. Say the verse out loud with the class. Make sure to put each child’s name on their page.
 Extra Time….

Pull out toys from the cupboards above the sink, put on a video or take the kiddos to the playroom again.
Take Home Sheet-
Please make sure each child’s “The Good Samaritian” coloring sheet and the “Parent’s Page” hand-out are in the paper pockets outside the classroom for parents to pick up after class. Their memory verse is on the bottom of the Take Home page. Tell the children that if they memorize the verse this week and come back on Sunday and say it to the teacher then they can pick a prize out of the treasure box!
