Lesson- The Beginning of the End
Materials-


· Treasure Box
· 100 Sing Along Songs for Kids DVD
· 2 Poster Boards 
· Markers
· A slip of paper for each student
· Cookies (1 per student) 
· “Isaiah Talks” coloring page 
· “Parent’s Page” handout
Bible Point- God doesn’t give up on his people. God won’t give up on me.
Memory Verse- Isaiah 49:8
“When it is time to save you, I will help you. I will keep you safe.”

Last Week’s Memory Verse- 1 Kings 17:1


“I serve the Lord. He is the God of Israel.” 

As students enter the classroom ask if they know their memory verse from last week. If they can recite it to you, allow the student to pick a prize from the treasure box. Place their prize in the child’s paper pocket hanging outside the door.
Worship (10 minutes) 

Supplies- TV, 100 Sing Along Songs for Kids DVD, Blocks and Sticks


Hand out blocks and sticks. Pick 4 songs to sing together as a class from the DVD. Help lead kids in doing the signs in the songs. After the songs have the kids put away their musical instruments. 

Come Together (5-10 minutes)- Communication
Supplies: 2 Poster Boards, Markers

Allow children to sit on the floor. Say, Messages come to people in many different ways. Let’s figure out all the ways that I could send you a message. Have students draw as many ways to communicate as they can on the poster boards. If they don’t know what to draw, suggest that they draw paper, pencils, pens, a letter, phone, bulletin board, magazine, blimp, megaphone, microphone, people talking, people shaking hands, a computer, a cell phone, a book, ads, etc. When the posters are completed, hang it up. 

Then ask:
• What is the best way to tell someone that you want them to come to your birthday party?

• What is the best way to thank someone for a present?

Say, There are a lot of great ways for us to send messages to each other. God sends messages too. In Bible days, he sent his messages through prophets. Let’s find out about God’s messages to his people.
The Story (10 minutes)- Messages from God
Supplies: Piece of paper
Before class, write each of the six messages below on a separate slip of paper. Give them to six different children. Note which child has which number so you can call their names in order. Tell them to bring the paper to you as a messenger when you call their names.

God’s people were doing whatever they wanted to do. God did not like that. Isaiah was a prophet. He gave God’s people messages from God. Here is a message God sent them:

Choose the student who has message no. 1. Read the message to the class.

1. Shape up and start obeying God like you’re supposed to.

Do you think God’s people listened to Isaiah? Let children shout a response. God’s people did not listen to Isaiah. They did not listen to God. So God sent them another message through Isaiah.

Choose the student who has message no. 2. Read it.

2. Listen to what God says, and ask for forgiveness.

Do you think God’s people listened to Isaiah? Let children shout a response. God’s people did not listen to Isaiah. They did not listen to God. So God sent them another message through Isaiah.

Choose the student who has message no. 3. Read it.

3. After bad things happen to you, you will learn to listen to God. Then God will let you go back home.

Do you think God’s people listened to Isaiah? Let children shout a response. God’s people did not listen to Isaiah. They did not listen to God. So God sent them another message through Isaiah.

Choose the student who has message no. 4. Read it.

4. After bad things happen to you, you will listen to God. Then it will be time for God to answer your prayers.

Do you think God’s people listened to Isaiah? Let children shout a response. God’s people did not listen to Isaiah. They did not listen to God. So God sent them another message through Isaiah. Isaiah trusted God and God let him tell God’s people a lot about the coming Messiah.

Choose the student who has message no. 5. Read it.

5. The Messiah will save Judah and the world from its sin.
Do you think God’s people listened to Isaiah? Let children shout a response. God’s people did not listen to Isaiah. They did not listen to God. So God sent them another message through Isaiah about the Messiah.

Choose the student who has message no. 6. Read it.

6. The Messiah will suffer the things that you should have suffered.

Do you think God’s people listened to Isaiah? Let children shout a response. God’s people did not listen to Isaiah. They did not listen to God. Many bad things happened to God’s people until they remembered what God said to them through Isaiah.

After the Bible story, ask:

• Who told God’s people that bad things were going to happen? (Isaiah)

• Who did God promise to send to save them? (The Messiah)

Say, God doesn’t give up on his people. God won’t give up on me. Have children repeat the Bible point with you.
Say, Let’s thank God for never giving up on us. Pray with your students.
Explore More (10 Minutes) Will You Take the Message?
Supplies: A slip of paper for each student, cookies (1 per student)
Hold the slips of paper in your hands. Have the cookies where the children can’t see them. Say, Let’s pretend that I am Isaiah and you are God’s people. Every time I try to give you a message, hurry away from me as if we’re playing tag and I’m it. Then go around the room and try to give each student a slip of paper. After every child has rejected you, call the students back to their seats. That is exactly how God’s people acted. But what they didn’t know is that God was looking out for them. He wanted what was best for them, just like I want what is best for you. Anyone who takes a slip of paper from me gets to have a cookie. As children hurry to you to get a slip of paper, hand them out. Then hand out cookies to every child who has a slip of paper. 

Then ask:

• What made God’s people not want to hear God’s message?

• Why should they have wanted to hear God’s message?

Close by saying, God kept giving his people messages. He didn’t give up on them. God won’t give up on you either.

 
Playtime (10 Minutes)

Line the children up and walk them over to the Play Room (the classroom attached to the nursery.) Please stay in the room with the children. Now is a good time to take the children on bathroom breaks. 

*Only use the main bathrooms for MHCC Kids. Do NOT us the small bathroom near the nursery. Make sure to prop the main bathroom doors open while in use. If a child has an accident, radio the child’s parent. 

Snack- (5-7 Minutes)


First sanitize the children’s hands with the hand sanitizer. Use the wet wipes to clean up the children’s hands.
Memory Verse (10 minutes)- “Isaiah Talks”
Supplies: “Isaiah Talks” coloring page, crayons
As the children are coloring walk around and help them write the verse for today on the bottom of their page. Then, say the verse with each child.

Extra Time….

Take the kiddos to the playroom again or put on a movie (in the black cabinets.)
Take Home Sheet-
Please make sure each child take home sheets and “Parent’s Page” is in the paper pockets outside the classroom ready for pickup after class. Remind the children that if they memorize the verse this week and come back on Sunday and say it to the teacher then they can pick a prize out of the treasure box!
