Week 4 (4-6 year olds)

February 26, 2012
Lesson- The Kingdom’s Fall
Materials-


· Treasure Box
· 100 Sing Along Songs for Kids DVD
· Gelatin cups (1 per student) 
· Spoons 
· “When Does God Love Me” printout
· “Parent’s Page” handout
Objective- God’s people suffer because of their sins, but God still loves them.
Memory Verse- Lamentations 3:24


"The Lord is everything I will ever need. So I will put my hope in him.”

Last Week’s Memory Verse- Isaiah 49:8
“When it is time to save you, I will help you. I will keep you safe.”
As students enter the classroom ask if they know their memory verse from last week. If they can recite it to you, allow the student to pick a prize from the treasure box. Place their prize in the child’s paper pocket hanging outside the door.
Worship (10 minutes) 

Supplies- TV, 100 Sing Along Songs for Kids DVD


Pick 4 songs to sing together as a class from the DVD. Help lead kids in doing the signs in the songs. 

Come Together (5-10 minutes)- Repeat After Me
Supplies: none 

Have children stand in a circle. Ask them to repeat your actions. Pat your thighs twice. Have students repeat the action. Clap your hands twice. Have students mimic you. Pat your shoulders twice. Have students follow. Clap your hands twice. Have students clap. Then clap your thighs, hands, shoulders, thighs, shoulders, hands, shoulders, and thighs quickly. Laugh with your students when they can’t exactly follow your lead. 

Have them sit down and ask:

• When I only did one thing, how easy was it to follow what I did?

• What made it hard to follow what I did at the end?

Say, Sometimes we make mistakes when we try to do too much. In today’s Bible story, God’s people made mistakes because they were too busy to hear what God was telling them.
The Story (10 minutes)- God’s Prophets
Supplies: None
God’s people did not listen to God. God chose Jeremiah to tell God’s people that they needed to say they were sorry. Let’s pretend that I am Jeremiah and you are God’s people.

Pretend to be Jeremiah: Why have you turned against God?
Have students put their hands to their ears and say: I can’t hear you.

Jeremiah: Why do you only come to God when you need something?
Have students put their hands to their ears and say: I can’t hear you.
Jeremiah: Why do you make pieces of wood into gods?
Have students put their hands to their ears and say: I can’t hear you.
Jeremiah: Are you honest? If I can find one honest person, God will forgive everyone.
Have students put their hands to their ears and say: I can’t hear you.
Even though the people did not listen to Jeremiah, what he said came to pass. God did what he planned to do. Here is what the people should have said:

Pretend to be Jeremiah: The Lord loves you very much.
Have students repeat: The Lord loves me very much.
Jeremiah: I will put my hope in God.
Have students repeat: I will put my hope in God.
Jeremiah: God is good to you.
Have students repeat: God is good to me.
After Jeremiah, God spoke to his people through a prophet named Ezekiel. He told them many things about what would happen in the far away future. God’s people suffered because of their sins, but God still loved them. He told them that someday they could go back to their own homes.

After the Bible story, ask:

• What did the people do when Jeremiah gave them a message from God? (The people

closed their ears.)

• What should the people have done when Jeremiah gave them a message from God? (They should have listened.)

Say, God’s people suffer because of their sins, but God still loves them. Have children repeat the Bible point with you.
Say, Let’s thank God for loving us even when we mess up. Pray with your students.
Explore More (10 Minutes) A Wiggly People
Supplies: gelatin cups, spoons

Pass out a gelatin cup, spoon, and napkin to each student. Say, Touch the gelatin with your spoon. See how wiggly it is. When you wiggle gelatin, it looks like it is moving. 
Then ask:
• Is the gelatin moving toward your mouth when it is wiggling?

• How can you get the gelatin from your cup to your mouth? (Slurping or with a spoon)

Close by saying, God’s people were like gelatin. They wiggled a lot, but they did not move toward God. God used Jeremiah and Ezekiel to warn them that if they kept wiggling like they were, he would have to remove them from their homes. God’s people were going to suffer for their sins, but God wanted them to know he still loved them.
Playtime (15 Minutes)

Line the children up and walk them over to the Play Room (the classroom attached to the nursery.) Please stay in the room with the children. Now is a good time to take the children on bathroom breaks. 

*Only use the main bathrooms for MHCC Kids. Do NOT us the small bathroom near the nursery. Make sure to prop the main bathroom doors open while in use. If a child has an accident, radio the child’s parent. 

Explore More (5-10 minutes)- When Does God Love Me? 
Supplies: “When Does God Love Me” printout, crayons
Pass out a copy of the “When Does God Love Me?” handout to each child. Look at the pictures on the page. Have children say what each picture shows. Even if a person seems too busy he should pray. God is never too busy to listen. Have the children color the pictures of people that God loves.
Extra Time….

Pull out a game from the bottom of the black cabinet or take the kiddos to the playroom again.

Remind the children that if they memorize the verse this week and come back on Sunday and say it to the teacher then they can pick a prize out of the treasure box!
