Week 4 (2-3 year olds)

February 26, 2012
Lesson- The Kingdoms’ Fall
Materials-


· The Story for Little Ones
· Prize Box
· 100 Sing Along Songs for Kids DVD
· 2 pieces of Green, Red, Blue, Yellow, Orange Construction Paper, Masking Tape
· Crayons
· “Precious Moments” coloring page
· “Parent’s Page” hand-out
Bible Point- God’s people suffer because of their sins, but God still loves them.
Memory Verse- Lamentations 3:24a


“The Lord is everything I will ever need.”
Last Week’s Memory Verse- Isaiah 49:8a
      “When it is time to save you, I will help you.”
As students enter the classroom ask if they know their memory verse from last week. If they can recite it to you, allow the student to pick a prize from the treasure box. Place their prize in the child’s paper pocket hanging outside the door.
Worship (10 minutes) 

Supplies- TV, 100 Sing Along Songs for Kids DVD, Blocks and Sticks


Hand out blocks and sticks. Pick 4 songs to sing together as a class from the DVD. Help lead kids in doing the signs in the songs. After the songs have the kids put away their musical instruments. 

Come Together (5-10 minutes)
Supplies: none 

Allow kids to sit on the floor. 
Have children stand in a circle. Ask them to repeat your actions. Pat your thighs twice. Have students repeat the action. Clap your hands twice. Have students mimic you. Pat your shoulders twice. Have students follow. Clap your hands twice. Have students clap. Then clap your thighs, hands, shoulders, thighs, shoulders, hands, shoulders, and thighs quickly. Laugh with your students when they can’t exactly follow your lead. 

Have them sit down and ask:

• When I only did one thing, how easy was it to follow what I did?

• What made it hard to follow what I did at the end?

Say, Sometimes we make mistakes when we try to do too much. In today’s Bible story, God’s people made mistakes because they were too busy to hear what God was telling them.
The Story (5-10 minutes)- God’s Prophets
Supplies: The Story for Little Ones
Say, God’s people did not listen to God. God chose Jeremiah to tell God’s people that they needed to say they were sorry.
Read pages 80-83 (God’s Prophets) from The Story for Little Ones 
After the Bible story, ask:

• What did the people do when Jeremiah gave them a message from God? (The people closed their ears.)

• What should the people have done when Jeremiah gave them a message from God? (They should have listened.)

Say, God’s people suffer because of their sins, but God still loves them. Have children repeat the Bible point with you.
Say, Let’s thank God for loving us even when we mess up. Pray with your students.
Playtime (15 Minutes)

Line the children up and walk them over to the Play Room (the classroom attached to the nursery.) Please stay in the room with the children. Now is a good time to take the children on bathroom breaks. 

*Only use the main bathrooms for MHCC Kids. Do NOT us the small bathroom near the nursery. Make sure to prop the main bathroom doors open while in use. If a child has an accident, radio the child’s parent. 

Snack- (5-10 Minutes)


First sanitize the children’s hands with the hand sanitizer. Use the wet wipes to clean up the children’s face and hands after the snack.
Explore More (10 Minutes) Always Follow God

Supplies: 2 pieces of Green, Red, Blue, Yellow, Orange Construction Paper, Masking Tape 
Tape all of the construction paper around the room in random places at the children’s eye level. Have all the kids stand up. You will explain that God wants us to follow Him wherever we go. You will call out a color. The children must quickly find an object in the room that color, go to it, and place their hand on it. 

Wait until everyone is able to find and touch something of the color called. More than one child can be touching the same object. If you have any children that are color blind, assign a special assistant to help them find the color. 


“No matter where we go, to the store, to bed, for a long trip in the car, or even if we go to a new place to live, God is there with us and He wants us to follow Him. Because God is everywhere, we can follow God wherever we go. I’m going to call out a color, and you must find something that color in the room. Go to it as quickly as you can and touch it with your hand. Let’s see how fast we can do it. Are you ready? 

Everyone, follow God to something “Green”
Everyone, follow God to something “White”
Now follow God to something “Red”
Etc. 
Bible Verse (5-10 Minutes)
Supplies: “Precious Moments” coloring page, Crayons
Hand out the coloring page and crayons. Read the verse aloud and have the kiddos repeat after you several times. Then allow the kids to color in their pages.

Extra Time….

Pick out a movie or pull out toys from the cabinets above the sink.
Take Home Sheet-
Please make sure each child’s “Precious Moments” coloring page and “Parent’s Page” handout are in the paper pockets outside the classroom ready for parents to pickup after class. Tell the children that if they memorize the verse this week and come back on Sunday and say it to the teacher then they can pick a prize out of the treasure box.
