Week 5 (2-3 year olds)

March 4, 2012
Lesson- God Watches Over Daniel
Materials-


· The Story for Little Ones
· Prize Box
· 100 Sing Along Songs for Kids DVD
· 20 sheets of construction paper
· 20 rubber bands
· Play-Dough
· Veggie Tales DVD “Heroes of the Bible”
· “Parent’s Page” hand-out
Bible Point- Daniel is loyal to God, and God protects him. I can be loyal to God.
Memory Verse- 
Daniel 6:10b
“Daniel got down on his knees and gave thanks to his God.”
Last Week’s Memory Verse- Lamentations 3:24a


“The Lord is everything I will ever need.”

As students enter the classroom ask if they know their memory verse from last week. If they can recite it to you, allow the student to pick a prize from the treasure box. Place their prize in the child’s paper pocket hanging outside the door.
Worship (10 minutes) 

Supplies- TV, 100 Sing Along Songs for Kids DVD, Blocks and Sticks


Hand out blocks and sticks. Pick 4 songs to sing together as a class from the DVD. Help lead kids in doing the signs in the songs. After the songs have the kids put away their musical instruments. 

Come Together (5 minutes)-
Supplies: 20 sheets of paper, rubber bands

Have children tear up strips of paper. Take a handful of paper strips and rubber band the strips together to make a pompom for each child. Have students shake their pompoms and cheer with you for a local or church sports team. Then allow children to sit on the floor. 

Say, Many of us are loyal to [name of local team]. That means that we like to watch them play games, and we cheer for them. 

Then ask:

• If our team loses, do we stop cheering for them and cheer for the winning team?

• What keeps us cheering for a team we like, even when they lose?

Say, People keep cheering for teams they like because they are loyal to them. Today’s Bible story is about a man who was loyal to God. That means that he showed his excitement for God whether those around liked or disliked what he did.
Hear the Story (10 minutes)- Ask God for Help
Supplies: The Story for Little Ones
Have children get down on their hands and knees and act like lions. Little lions, roar if you’re hungry. Let the children roar. You may get to eat soon. Darius’ advisors are jealous. They do not like Daniel because he does what is right. They want to throw Daniel in the lion’s den, so he’ll be eaten by lions.
Read pages 84-87 (Ask God for Help) from The Story for Little Ones
After the Bible story, ask: 
• Who prayed to God every day? (Daniel)

• How did God protect Daniel? (God saved him from hungry lions by sending his angel.)

Say, Daniel is loyal to God, and God protects him. I can be loyal to God. Have children repeat the Bible point with you.
Say, Let’s ask God to help us be loyal to him like Daniel. Pray with your students.
Playtime (15 Minutes)

Line the children up and walk them over to the Play Room (the classroom attached to the nursery.) Please stay in the room with the children. Now is a good time to take the children on bathroom breaks. 

*Only use the main bathrooms for MHCC Kids. Do NOT us the small bathroom near the nursery. Make sure to prop the main bathroom doors open while in use. If a child has an accident, radio the child’s parent. 

Snack- (5-7 Minutes)


You will find snacks in the cupboards above the sink. First sanitize the children’s hands with the hand sanitizer. If you use the bowls in the cupboard, please wash them out afterwards. Use the wet wipes to clean up the children’s face and hands.
Explore More (5- 10 Minutes) Clay Lions
Supplies: Play-Dough
Say: Today we talked about lions in our Bible story. I am going to hand out some Play-Dough and I want you to make a lion.
Hand-out Play-Dough. Allow the kids some time to make their lions. 
Movie (20 Minutes)- Keeping Promises
Supplies: Veggie Tale DVD “Heroes of the Bible” with the movie “Daniel and the Lions Den” on it.
Put on “Daniel and the Lions Den.” 
Extra Time….

Pull out toys from the cupboards above the sink, take the kiddos to the playroom again, or put on a movie.
Take Home Sheet-
Please make sure each child’s “Taking Promises” coloring page and “Parent’s Page” handout are in the paper pockets outside the classroom ready for parents to pickup after class. Remind the children that if they memorize the verse this week and come back on Sunday and say it to the teacher then they can pick a prize out of the treasure box!
