Week 8 (4-6 year olds)

March 25, 2012
Lesson- Rebuilding the Walls
Materials-


· Treasure Box
· 100 Sing Along Songs for Kids DVD
· Yarn
· “Temple Builders” puzzle page
· Puzzle pieces worksheet
· Glue Sticks
· “Parent’s Page” handout
Bible Point- Nehemiah and Ezra were sure of God’s power. God is on my side.
Memory Verse- Nehemiah 4:14
“Don’t be afraid of your enemies. Remember the Lord. He is great and powerful.”
Last Week’s Memory Verse- Esther 4:16
“… Don’t eat or drink anything for three days. … I and my attendants will fast just as you do. Then I’ll go to the king.”
As students enter the classroom ask if they know their memory verse from last week. If they can recite it to you, allow the student to pick a prize from the treasure box. Place their prize in the child’s paper pocket hanging outside the door.
Worship (10 minutes) 

Supplies- TV, 100 Sing Along Songs for Kids DVD


Pick 4 songs to sing together as a class from the DVD. Help lead kids in doing the signs in the songs. 

Come Together (5-10 minutes)- I Spy

Supplies: yarn

Have students stand in a circle and hold a section of yarn so that one piece of yarn is held by each child and goes all the way around the circle. Say, We each have a part in holding this yarn so it doesn’t touch the floor. Ask alternating students around the circle to let go of the yarn. When everyone isn’t holding the yarn, it sags. Ask a few more students to let go of the yarn, until only you and one student are holding it. Don’t let it touch the floor. Then slowly ask individual students to hold the yarn again. It’s a lot easier to hold the yarn so it doesn’t touch the floor when everyone is doing his or her part. Have students sit down. 

Then ask:

• How did we work together to keep the yarn from touching the floor?

• Why is it easier to keep the yarn from touching the floor when everyone is working together?

Say, In today’s Bible story, God sent two important men to help his people work together.  
The Story (15 minutes)- Set Apart to Honor God 

Supplies: None 
Whenever you see (*), add a child or two to the human wall that you will be making at the front of the classroom.

God’s people returned to Jerusalem, their home city. They built homes. They built God’s temple. God’s people had many things, but they were missing two walls. As people build walls in our story, let’s build a human wall. When I place you somewhere, stay in that place to make the human wall. (*)
The first wall was missing around their city. In those days, if a city didn’t have a wall around it, anyone could attack them. God wanted his people to build a wall. He wanted them to be safe. (*)
The second wall was inside of people. God wanted his people to build a wall around their hearts. (*) He wanted this wall to be his laws. (*) If the people followed his laws, he knew they would be very happy. God wanted his people to be happy. (*)
God sent Ezra to his people. Ezra was very smart. He had studied God’s laws his whole life. God sent Ezra to help people obey the laws. Obeying God’s laws would make people happy. (*)
God sent another man to his people. God sent Nehemiah. Nehemiah knew how important a wall was. (*) He came to Jerusalem. He worked to build the wall. (*) When mean people saw the wall being built, they attacked those building the wall.

Nehemiah had half the people work. Nehemiah had half the people stand with weapons. They were ready to fight. That’s how they built the wall of Jerusalem. (*) Mean people could no longer stop God’s people. God’s temple and God’s people were safe.

Ezra and Nehemiah were sure of God’s power. You can be, too. God’s laws can be a wall inside of you. (*) His law can keep you from doing things that will hurt you.

After the Bible story, ask:

• Who told the people about God’s laws? (Ezra)

• Who helped build the wall around Jerusalem? (Nehemiah)

Say, Nehemiah and Ezra were sure of God’s power. God is on my side. Have children repeat the Bible Point with you.
Say, Let’s thank God for always being on our side. Pray with your students.













Explore More (10 Minutes) The City’s Wall
Supplies: construction paper, tape

Give children construction paper that they can tear into the shape of stones. Tape the “stones” to the wall. See how high they can get the wall before they become tired of doing the same thing over and over again. 

Then ask:

• Is doing the same thing over and over any fun?

• How did Nehemiah and Ezra help God’s people continue building?

Say, Nehemiah and Ezra were sure of God’s power. God is on your side, too.
Playtime (15 Minutes)

Line the children up and walk them over to the Play Room (the classroom attached to the nursery.) Please stay in the room with the children. Now is a good time to take the children on bathroom breaks. 

*Only use the main bathrooms for MHCC Kids. Do NOT us the small bathroom near the nursery. Make sure to prop the main bathroom doors open while in use. If a child has an accident, radio the child’s parent. 

Snack- (5-7 Minutes)


First sanitize the children’s hands with the hand sanitizer. Use the wet wipes to clean up the children’s hands afterwards.
Explore More (7 Minutes)- Temple Builders
Supplies: “Temple Builders” puzzle page, puzzle pieces , glue stick

Say, "We will help the temple builders reach the temple by completing our puzzles and building a road. You can line the road pieces up to complete the puzzle or use the corresponding numbers on each puzzle piece to match the numbers on the puzzle."

Discussion Questions:
1. How many logs do you think it would take to build God's temple?
2. What other materials do you think the builders used to make the temple?
3. Do you think God was happy that King Solomon built a temple for Him?
Extra Time….

Take the kiddos to the playroom again or pull out toys from the cabinets over the sink.
Take Home Sheet-
