Week 9 (4-6 year olds)

April 1, 2012
Lesson- The Birth of the King
Materials-


· Treasure Box
· 100 Sing Along Songs for Kids DVD
· Print out of gift wheel for each child 
· Brass brad (1 per student), 
· Glue sticks
· Green & Red Construction paper (10 pieces of each)
· “Our Savior has Come” coloring page
· Crayons
· “Parent’s Page” handout
Bible Point- God sent a Savior for the world. I can believe Jesus is my Savior.
Memory Verse- Luke 2:11
“Today in the town of David a Savior has been born to you. He is Christ the Lord.”
Last Week’s Memory Verse- Nehemiah 4:14
“Don’t be afraid of your enemies. Remember the Lord. He is great and powerful.”
As students enter the classroom ask if they know their memory verse from last week. If they can recite it to you, allow the student to pick a prize from the treasure box. Place their prize in the child’s paper pocket hanging outside the door.
Worship (10 minutes) 

Supplies- TV, 100 Sing Along Songs for Kids DVD


Pick 4 songs to sing together as a class from the DVD. Help lead kids in doing the signs in the songs. 

Come Together (10 minutes)
Supplies: none
Let’s find out how much you know about babies. If you have ever seen a baby, stand up. If you have never seen a baby, sit down. Give children time to move. If you have ever held a baby, stand up. If you have never held a baby, sit down. Give children time to move. If you have ever fed a baby, stand up. If you have never fed a baby, sit down. Give children time to move. If you have a baby in your family, stand up. If you don’t have a baby in your family, sit down. Give children time to move. Have the whole class sit down and let a couple of children tell you about babies they know. 

Then ask:
• Why do most people like babies?

• Who usually takes care of babies?

Say, Babies are very special people. They need parents to take care of them, but their birth is often enjoyed by many. Today’s Bible story is about a baby who God’s people had waited to see for many years. This baby came from God.
The Story (10 minutes)-  Baby Jesus
Supplies: none
Divide the class into three groups. The first group will be the Waiters. When you point to them, they should tap the floor with their feet, seem bored, and say, We are waiting for a Savior. The second group will be the Angels. When you point to them, they should wave their arms like wings and say, Do not be afraid. The third group will be the Joyful Ones. When you point to them, they should clap their hands and say, Jesus is born! Practice pointing to each group until they have their lines. Then begin the Bible story.

Because every person sins, the world needed someone who would not sin. We needed a Savior. (Point to the Waiters.)
Adam and Eve were the first people to sin. (Point to the Waiters.) Then God gave Moses the Law. People saw how they sinned. (Point to the Waiters.) Many years passed. God’s people waited for a Savior. (Point to the Waiters.)
Then one day, an angel came to a girl named Mary. The angel spoke to her. (Point to the Angels.) “Will you be the mother of the Savior?” he asked her.
Mary said she would. She told Joseph what the angel said to her. What Mary said worried Joseph. Then an angel spoke to Joseph. (Point to the Angels.) “Mary will be the mother of the Savior,” the angel said to Joseph.
Joseph understood. After Mary and Joseph traveled to Bethlehem, Mary gave birth to Jesus. Nearby, shepherds watched their sheep. Many angels appeared to them. (Point to the Joyful Ones.) (Point to the Angels.) “Go see the Messiah,” the angels said.
The shepherds went to see Baby Jesus. Seeing Baby Jesus made them happy. (Point to the Joyful Ones.) Sometime after Jesus’ birth, wise men came to see him. (Point to the Joyful Ones.)

Although the wise men were overjoyed to see Jesus, King Herod did not want a Savior. He liked it better when people waited. (Point to the Waiters.)
Today, you have a choice just like the people did in Bible times. You can keep on waiting or be a Joyful One. Let’s say their line together: “Jesus is born!”

After the Bible story, ask:

• What was the first thing the angels told people? (Do not be afraid.)

• What makes Joyful Ones happy? (They know that Jesus is the Savior.)

Say, God sent a Savior for the world. I can believe Jesus is my Savior. Have children repeat the Bible Point with you.
Say, Let’s ask God to help us believe in Jesus as our Savior. Pray with your students.
Explore More (10 Minutes) My Gift to Jesus 

Supplies: Gift wheel for each child, Brass brad (1 per student), Glue sticks, Green or Red Construction paper
Before class, follow the instructions to cut out the wheel and tree pointer. Cut circles, slightly larger than the wheel, from colorful construction paper. Punch a hole near the center of the tree pointer. 

What you will do:
Have children glue their Gift Wheel to the colorful round circle cut from construction paper. 

Help complete the craft with the children. Using a pencil, poke a hole through the the wheel and circle, and fasten the pointer using a brass brad. 

What you will say:
If you could give a gift to Jesus, what would it be? Perhaps the best gift we can give Jesus is to do the things He wants us to do. This wheel gives us some great ideas. 

Share with the kids what is on the wheel. Let them know that each day they can move the pointer to another space on the wheel to show what special gift they can give to Jesus to celebrate His birth or to show how much they love Him.
Playtime (10-15 Minutes)

Line the children up and walk them over to the Play Room (the classroom attached to the nursery.) Please stay in the room with the children. Now is a good time to take the children on bathroom breaks. 

*Only use the main bathrooms for MHCC Kids. Do NOT us the small bathroom near the nursery. Make sure to prop the main bathroom doors open while in use. If a child has an accident, radio the child’s parent. 

Snack- (5-7 Minutes)


First sanitize the children’s hands with the hand sanitizer. Use the wet wipes to clean up the children’s face and hands.
Memory Verse (5-10 Minutes)- Our Savor Has Come 

Supplies: “Our Savor Has Come” coloring page, crayons
Hand out the coloring page. Read the directions out loud. As the children are coloring walk around and write the verse for today on the bottom of their coloring page. Say the verse with each child.    
Extra Time….

Take the kiddos to the playroom again or pull out toys from the bottom of the black cabinet.
Take Home Sheet-
Please make sure each child’s take home sheet: “King David is Sorry” and “Parent’s Page” is in the paper pockets outside the classroom ready for pickup after class. Remind the children that if they memorize the verse this week and come back on Sunday and say it to the teacher then they can pick a prize out of the treasure box!
Instructions:
Cut out wheel on solid lines. Cut out Christmas tree pointer. 
Let an adult poke a hole in both the wheel and tree. Use a brass brad to fasten tree to wheel.
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
