Week 9 (4-6 year olds)

January 22, 2012
Lesson- A King Makes Bad Choices
Materials-


· Treasure Box
· 100 Sing Along Songs for Kids DVD
· 2 Large sheets of butcher paper
· Pencils
· Erasers (1 per child) 
·  “King David is Sorry” coloring page
· Crayons
· “Parent’s Page” handout
Bible Point- God forgave David’s sins. God forgives me when I’m sorry for doing wrong things.
Memory Verse- Psalm 51:2b
“(God) Make me pure from my sin.”
Last Week’s Memory Verse- 1 Samuel 17:37b
“Go, and the Lord be with you.”
As students enter the classroom ask if they know their memory verse from last week. If they can recite it to you, allow the student to pick a prize from the treasure box. Place their prize in the child’s paper pocket hanging outside the door.
Worship (10 minutes) 

Supplies- TV, 100 Sing Along Songs for Kids DVD


Pick 4 songs to sing together as a class from the DVD. Help lead kids in doing the signs in the songs. 

Come Together (10 minutes)
Supplies: butcher paper, crayons
Allow children to sit on the floor around a large sheet of butcher paper. Give each child a crayon.

Say, Have you ever made a mistake? Sometimes when I make a mistake I feel like someone has scribbled all over my insides. Scribble on this sheet of paper to show how you feel on the inside when you mess up. 

When students are done, ask:
• Why don’t you like making mistakes?

• What do you wish you could do after making a mistake?

Say, Today’s Bible story is about a king who messed up. He did a very naughty thing. He felt as if someone had scribbled all over his insides because of his mistake. Today we are going to learn what he did about it. (Save the scribbled-on butcher paper for the Bible story.)
The Story (10 minutes)-  David is Sorry

Supplies: scribbled-on butcher paper from the opening activity, an eraser for each child

Give each child an eraser. When you speak, have them stop moving and freeze. When you stop talking, let them erase as many lines as they can from the butcher paper picture that was created during the opening activity. Pause every time you see (*) to let students erase lines. It’s okay if they accidentally rip the paper they are erasing.

King David made a big mistake. When God showed him his mistake, King David was sorry. This is what King David said to God: 

God, show me your favor in keeping with your faithful love. (*) Because your love is so tender and kind, wipe out my lawless acts. (*) Wash away all of the evil things I’ve done. Make me pure from my sin. (*) I know the lawless acts I’ve committed. (*) I have sinned against you. I’ve done what is evil in your sight. (*) You are right and fair to judge me. (*)
I’ve been a sinner since I was born. (*) You want the truth to be in my heart. You teach me wisdom deep down inside me. (*) Clean me. Wash me. (*) Let me hear you say, “Your sins are forgiven.” That will bring me joy and gladness. Take away all of my sins. (*)
God, create a pure heart in me. Give me a new spirit that is faithful to you. (*) Don’t (*) send me (*) away from you. (*) Don’t take (*) your Holy Spirit (*) away from me. (*)
Give me back the joy that comes from being saved by you. (*) Give me a spirit that obeys
you. (*)
David asked God to erase his sins, just like you’re erasing pencil lines. (Save the partially erased butcher paper for an activity later in this lesson.)

After the Bible story, ask:
• What did David do when he made a big mistake? (He told God he was sorry.)

• What did David want erased? (David wanted God to erase his sins.)

Say, God forgave David’s sins. God forgives me when I’m sorry for doing wrong things. Have children repeat the Bible point with you.

Say, Let’s ask God to forgive us for the times we have been naughty. Pray with your students.

Explore More (5-10 Minutes) Brand New 

Supplies: partially erased butcher paper from the Bible story, clean sheet of butcher paper that is the same size

Hold up the partially erased butcher paper. 

Then ask:

• Did we make this paper new by trying to erase it ourselves?

• If we spent all day on this paper, could we make it look brand new?

Show children the places where they accidentally tore the paper. Point out how they erased what they could, but you can still see some of the lines. Place the butcher paper on the floor. Place a new sheet of clean butcher paper over the other sheet of paper. 

Say, We can try to erase what we did wrong, but only God can make us brand new. 

Close by saying, When David made a mistake, God forgave his sins and made him like new on the inside. God will do the same thing for you when you tell him you’re sorry.
Playtime (10-15 Minutes)

Line the children up and walk them over to the Play Room (the classroom attached to the nursery.) Please stay in the room with the children. Now is a good time to take the children on bathroom breaks. 

*Only use the main bathrooms for MHCC Kids. Do NOT us the small bathroom near the nursery. Make sure to prop the main bathroom doors open while in use. If a child has an accident, radio the child’s parent. 

Snack- (5-7 Minutes)


First sanitize the children’s hands with the hand sanitizer. Use the wet wipes to clean up the children’s face and hands.
Game (10 Minutes)- City of David    
Supplies: None
What you will do:
The children will pretend to run into the City of David to visit the King. Have all the children line up on one side of the room. Then choose one child to be King David. Have him or her stand on the other side of the room. 

All of the children will chant, "King David, King David, can we enter the City of David?"

Then, with help from the teacher, the child pretending to be King David says something like, "Yes, but only if you are wearing RED!"

All of the children wearing RED are free to run to the other side of the room. Everyone else must wait. Then, after everyone wearing red is safe on the other side of the room, the King chases everyone else. They try to run to the other side before the King catches them. If the King is able to tag someone, this child becomes the new King David and the play continues.

Each time, help the child playing the part of King David select something common to only some of the children. For example, only BOYS, only GIRLS, only if you have SHOES WITH LACES, or only if you have LONG HAIR, etc.
Memory Verse (5-10 Minutes)- King David is Sorry 

Supplies: “King David is Sorry” coloring page, crayons
Hand out the coloring page. Read the directions out loud. As the children are coloring walk around and write the verse for today on the bottom of their coloring page. Say the verse with each child.    
Extra Time….

Take the kiddos to the playroom again or pull out toys from the bottom of the black cabinet.
Take Home Sheet-
Please make sure each child’s take home sheet: “King David is Sorry” and “Parent’s Page” is in the paper pockets outside the classroom ready for pickup after class. Remind the children that if they memorize the verse this week and come back on Sunday and say it to the teacher then they can pick a prize out of the treasure box!
